This caril-
lon is the gift of Horace A., Alice E. nad Madeline Maoses, ‘I'rinity Methodist Episcopal chureh, Spring-
ficld, Massachuselts,” Right—"The entive carillon of 61 hells afier heing hung in the tower, The hells
are arranged iu five tiers as follows: IMirst lier, lour 'bolls; second tier, six bells; third tier, eight
bells; Tourth tier, 14 bells, and the fifth tier, 29 hells.
